 Explain to students that the majority of Web sites consist of several pages with links between the 

pages 

 Dreamweaver contains a site structure feature that provides a way to maintain and organize your 

files within a site

and also between Web sites.

 When creating a Web site, you should follow a standard format or style for all pages contained 

within the site. Explain to students that in this chapter they will be continuing with the 

Montana Parks Web site, including links between the pages 

 Review Figures 2-1a, 2-1b, and 2-1c 

 Use Figure 2-2 to review the steps to copy the data files to the Montana Parks Web site 

 Use Figures 2-3 and 2-4 to illustrate starting Dreamweaver and opening the Montana Parks Web 

site 

 Point out the Site pop-up menu button on the Files panel in Figure 2-3 and discuss its function 

 

TEACHER TIP 

The hierarchy of folders and files in a Web site is critical to Web development. Even for the simplest of 

sites, you should create a separate folder for the images. The folder name can be any name you choose, 

but it is best to use a descriptive, meaningful name.

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TEACHER TIP 

In Figure 2-6, you will be choosing XHTML Transitional as the DocType. XHTML is an authoring 

language that defines the structure and layout of a document so that it is displayed as a Web page and is 

compatible with most Web browsers.

Challenge the students to also try importing the contents of a 

Microsoft Word or Excel file into a Web page. When they are finished, discuss how the process went. 

 

2. Class Discussion: What is XHTML? Why is it important? Refer to page 107 for further information. 

 

3. Critical Thinking: Ask the students to review the text in Table 2-1, and to compile the same four 

sections of text (main heading, introduction, main text, closing) that are shown in this table on a topic 

of their choice. What topic did they chose? Where did they get the information for the page? How is 

their text the same or different from the Montana National Parks and Preserves Web page text?

invisible element preferences and turning on visual aids

 Discuss the Property inspector image-related tools shown in Figure 2-30, reviewing the following 

features: Align button, Border, Edit section (and Edit and Edit Image Settings options), Link 

box, Map box and Hotspot tools, Reset Size tool, Target, and V Space and H Space 

 Define alignment and review the Image Alignment Options shown in Table 2-3 

 Use Figures 2-31 and 2-32 to illustrate aligning an image 
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 Discuss the importance of being able to adjust space around images, and use Figures 2-33 and 2-34 

to illustrate adjusting the image size and the horizontal space 

 Use Figures 2-35 through 2-39 to review the steps to insert the second image 

 Review inserting and aligning images in the Montana National Parks and Preserves Web page and 

the Lewis and Clark National Historical Trail Web Page in Figures 2-40 through 2-49 

 Review Dreamweaver’s image editing tools including the option of using an external image editor, 

cropping, resampling, the Brightness and Contrast tool, and sharpening 

 Use Figures 2-50 through 2-55 to illustrate cropping and modifying the brightness/contrast of an 

image 

 

TEACHER TIP 

To apply a background color to a Web page (rather than a background image) you can click the Page 

Properties button in the Property inspector, click the Appearance (HTML) category, and then click the 

Background icon to display a color picker, which provides a palette of Web-safe colors. Click a color in 

the palette, and then click the OK button to apply the color to the Web page background. 

 

Refer students to Appendix B for a full overview of Dreamweaver's accessibility features.

BOXES 

1. BTW: Invisible Elements and Precision Layouts. Caution students about the need to hide the invisible 

elements when moving elements. 

 

2. BTW: Resizing Images Visually. Discuss the alternative to the use of the W and H boxes and explain 

that, whatever method you use, you are changing only the appearance of the image on the Web page 

and not the size of the original image file. 

 

3. Other Ways: Encourage your students to explore other ways of turning on visual aids. 

 

4. Other Ways: Encourage your students to explore other ways of opening a Web page. 

 

5. Other Ways: Encourage your students to explore other ways of inserting an image. 

 

6. Other Ways: Encourage your students to explore other ways of resizing an image. 

 

7. Other Ways: Encourage your students to explore other ways of modifying the properties of an image. 

 

CLASSROOM ACTIVITIES 

1. Assign a Project: Ask students to search and download examples of both vector and bitmap graphics. 

Which type of graphic was easier to find? What format did they find the most easily (i.e. JPEG)? What 

did they notice as the primary difference in the appearance of vector and bitmap graphics? 
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2. Group Activity: Ask students to get into small groups and to open the Assets panel. Instruct each 

group to review the list of asset types and to think of an example of a specific file of each type that they 

would add to the Montana National Parks and Preserves Web page. For example, what type of movie 

clip would they add to the site? 

 

3. Class Discussion: Review Table 2-3 with the class. Ask for volunteers to draw each of these alignment 

options on the whiteboard. 

 

LAB ACTIVITIES 

1. Ask students to explore each of the image related features of the Property inspector. Ask them to jot 

down notes and be ready to share what they found. Once everyone is ready, have each student teach 

the other students on one of the features. 

 

2. When you insert an image, the Image Tag Accessibility Attributes dialog box is displayed. This dialog 

box contains two text boxes — one for Alternate text and one for Long description. Ask students to find 

four images related to Alaska and to write out what they would put into the dialog box for both the 

Alternate text and the Long description.

 Explain that there are three types of link paths available: absolute (external), relative (document-

relative or internal), and root-relative 

 Define a root-relative link as a link that is primarily used when working with a large Web site that 

requires several servers 

 Define named anchor, e-mail link, and null (script) link 

 Review the three methods of creating a relative link: point to file, drag-and-drop, and browse for 

file 

 Use Figures 2-56 and 2-57 to illustrate adding text for relative links 

 Use Figures 2-58 and 2-59 to illustrate creating a relative link using point to file, and use Figures 2-

60 through 2-63 to illustrate creating a relative link using the context menu 

 Use Figures 2-64 through 2-66 to illustrate creating a relative link to the home page, and use Figure 

2-67 to illustrate creating absolute links 

 Define e-mail link and use Figures 2-68 through 2-71 to illustrate adding an e-mail link 
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 Mention to students that they can change the color of links and that link colors typically change 

when a link is visited. There are three options for link colors: Link, Active Link, and Visited 

Link 

 Explain that Dreamweaver makes it easy to edit or delete a link and review these methods 

 

TEACHER TIP 

All the files you see in the Files panel in the Local Files list are internal files and are referenced as 

relative links.

you notice about the links? Do they open quickly or slowly? What is filled out in the “To:” “From:” and 

“Subject:” fields?

1. Ask students to visit a Web site related to their favorite sport and to find examples of each of these 

links. Instruct the students to copy the links and to prepare a short report describing each of the four 

categories of links described in the box and how the links they found fit each of those categories.

 Dreamweaver provides several ways to look at a document: Design view, Code view, Split view, and 

Live view 

 Review that when using Split view a user can see the design and code at the same time, and use 

Figure 2-72 to illustrate using Design view and Code view simultaneously 

 Explain to students that pressing the BACKSPACE or DELETE key may return you to the previous line, 

but does not always delete the line break or paragraph tag within the source code; in this case, 

delete the tag in Code view 

 Use Figure 2-73 to illustrate using Live view 

 

TEACHER TIP 

Splitting the Document window to view the code makes it easier to view the visual design while you 

make changes in the source code.
